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John 3:16 

For God so loved the world, 

that He gave His only begotten 

Son, that whosoever believeth 

in Him should not perish, but 

have everlasting life.

God sent His only begotten Son because He 

was trying to preserve the Earth, so it could stay 

Christian.  

God loves everyone—even everyone that did sin 

or did something bad. 
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Whoever believes on God’s Son Jesus, will 

never, never, never, ever die, because they have 

become like God’s son, and He has control over 

whoever lives for a long time.  

No one wants their son to die. So if you believe 

in Jesus, He wouldn’t want you to die. So He will 

give you eternal life. 

And it’s extremely easy to believe on Him.  

He didn’t ask us to do something too difficult or 

impossible for us, because He would like us to be 

with Him. Anyone can believe on Him, and then 

they will have eternal life. He did not make it hard 

at all, so every single person in the whole universe 

can go to Heaven and live forever. 
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Psalm 23:2 

He maketh me to lie down in 

green pastures: he leadeth me 

beside the still waters. 

 

Psalm 25:4 

Show me thy ways, O Lord;  

teach me thy paths. 
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The Lord will give to you everything that you will 

ever need, if you follow Him, and you will always 

have what you need, and maybe even everything 

that you want to—if it’s good for you. 

He makes pastures green for me. He makes us 

be able to go to the right place, and He will never 

lead us into somewhere where we shouldn’t go. 

Everyone is following something—they might not 

know it, but they are. But you should choose to 

follow the Lord. He will bless you the most and 

other things don’t even bless you. 
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1 Samuel 13:14 

But now thy kingdom shall not 

continue: the Lord hath sought him a 

man after his own heart, and the Lord 

hath commanded him to be captain 

over his people, because thou hast 

not kept that which the Lord 

commanded thee.

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Jesus was lifted up when He rose alive from the 

grave, and also when He rose in the clouds!  

He was lifted up so we could have eternal life. 

If Jesus is shown to others, and attention is 

drawn to Him, this is how we can lift Him up as 

being higher and better than everything and 

everyone else. This will make people want to 

believe in Him and they will get eternal life. 
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Psalm 32:8 

 I will instruct thee and teach 

thee in the way which thou   

shalt go: I will guide thee        

with mine eye. 

 

Proverbs 1:8  

My son, hear the instruction of 

thy father, and forsake not the 

law of thy mother. 
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A Lego set is like life. The instructions are like 

the Bible. And the Lego is like life. If you don’t 

read the Bible, then you won’t know how to build 

your life the right way.  

Because in Lego, the instructions tell you how to 

build the Lego into a certain thing, and if you don’t 

use the instructions you’ll end up not building it, or 

it will turn out different, and there be extra loose 

pieces, or not enough.

Jesus saith unto her,  

Go, call thy husband,  

and come hither. 
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Jesus wants both husbands and wives to know 

the truth of salvation.  

When both partners are believers, they can have 

a happier marriage. Then it won’t so easily end up 

in a divorce.  

When one person is a believer, Jesus wants 

them to lead their partner to Him. 

Jesus wants to call husbands and wives to come 

to Him together, so He can give them living water, 

and refresh them. 

Many are thirsty and dry in their spirits, and they 

can’t get along with others, but if they received 

Jesus and His living water, they would be more 

joyful and happy.

Those who love and trust the Lord will have 

much more than they could ever have on Earth. 
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Psalm 42: 2  

My soul thirsteth for God, 

for the living God:  

when shall I come  

and appear before God?  
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If you love the Lord the most of all, if troubles 

come or if other things go, it won’t matter so much 

to you because you love God the most. 

 

One day we are all going to see God, and if you 

want to see God, great! But if you don’t want to 

see God, still make sure you are prepared to meet 

Him. 
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Psalm 136: 1  

O give thanks unto the LORD; 

for he is good: for his mercy 

endureth for ever.  
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God can get everything He wants—but one thing: 

Thanks from His people. It has to be given 

willingly. This is the best thing you can give God. 

 

Only give thanks to the Lord for what is good, 

because He only gives you what is good. And 

anything He owns is good.

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When we pray it isn’t just that Jesus needs to 

get permission from God to do things, He can do 

them without needing permission, because His 

Father gave Him everything. So He doesn’t only 

just have His Father, but he has much, much, 

much more. 

Jesus has accesses to everything we need.  

So He is able to answer every single prayer that 

we pray, because remember, He hears all the 

prayers—even when a lot of people are praying at 

the same time. He hears every single prayer, and 

He’ll answer every single prayer if it is right.  
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Matthew 6:7 

When ye pray, use not vain 

repetitions, as the heathen do: 

for they think that they shall be 

heard for their much speaking. 
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Jesus will probably answer your prayer if it is 

good for you and is actually from your heart, not 

just repeating something—just thinking that if you 

repeat it again and again Jesus will answer. You 

need to be praying from your heart and know 

exactly what you are praying for, or know why you 

are praying for it, or why you are praying to be 

able to do something. 

If you pray a prayer, you don’t need to pray it 

again because you think He might not have heard 

you, because you know that Jesus already heard 

it. It’s fine to pray again; in fact He likes to hear 

you praying. He knows that you really need what 

you are asking for, or need Him to do it. But you 

can know that He hears each prayer. 
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Matthew 7:7 

Ask, and it shall be given you; 

seek, and ye shall find; knock, 

and it shall be opened unto you. 
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When you are praying: 

Keep in mind that thing that you are praying for, 

and make sure it’s the right thing. 

Don’t let your mind be wondering, thinking lots 

of thoughts at the same time. 

Have faith the Lord will answer your prayer,  

and the Lord will answer your prayer much 

easier. 

  If you don’t have all these things, you just 

probably won’t get your prayer answered as easily 

as if you did all these things. 
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Jeremiah 9:5 

And they will deceive every one 

his neighbour, and will not 

speak the truth: they have 

taught their tongue to speak 

lies, and weary themselves to 

commit iniquity. 
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We feel bad when our neighbour children have 

been telling us lies. Usually you don’t know it’s a 

lie, and you go with it, until you find out it was a lie 

all along. And you don’t like that, because you’ve 

been deceived.  

It would be nice if no one told lies. If you don’t 

want people to deceive you, then don’t be lying to 

them. So if you lie a lot, and there is something 

really important that you need to tell someone, 

they might think it isn’t true.  

Lying is the opposite of love—and Jesus said 

“Love thy neighbour as thyself”. Telling the truth 

will make the people love you more, and be able 

to trust you.  
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Exodus 20:10 

 But the seventh day is the sabbath 

of the LORD thy God: in it thou 

shalt not do any work, thou, nor 

thy son, nor thy daughter, thy 

manservant, nor thy maidservant, 

nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger 

that is within thy gates: 

(continued later) 
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 The Lord made a day for us for rest—the 

seventh day, to rest on, so you won’t have to work 

all week without a break. In Creation, God made 

the universe in 6 days and rested on the seventh. 

That’s an example for us to obey.  

 We also shouldn’t make other people work on 

it. Later in the Bible, Jesus asks a question,  

“Was the Sabbath day made for man, or man for 

the Sabbath?”  

 God made the Sabbath day, for mankind to 

rest. He  didn’t make mankind for the Sabbath. 
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Exodus 20:11 

 For in six days the LORD made 

heaven and earth, the sea, and all 

that in them is, and rested the 

seventh day: wherefore the LORD 

blessed the sabbath day, and 

hallowed it. 
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 God, our Father, doesn’t want to make us be 

working all the time, and would like to give us a 

break.  

 Jesus taught us we can do good any day of 

the week, but it’s good to have a break 

sometimes. Doing good isn’t always such hard 

work. —Like when Jesus healed someone, it was 

easy for Him to do. 
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John 4:50  

Jesus saith unto him, Go thy 

way; thy son liveth. And the man 

believed the word that Jesus 

had spoken unto him, and he 

went his way. 
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When someone in your family is sick, ask Jesus 

to help you, and He will heal them. In this story, 

Jesus told the father that his son was alive, and 

the father believed it. He didn’t just put it to the 

side, thinking that Jesus had gone crazy.  

Jesus didn’t have to be visibly seen by the sick 

person to be healed, though some people might 

have thought that. The father didn’t just believe, 

he did what Jesus told him.  

Jesus is the only one that can actually heal. 

Without Him, no one would live. Some people may 

have things that can help a sick person, but that 

doesn’t exactly heal them. Jesus is the only one 

that can heal. 
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John 5:1  

After this there was a feast 

of the Jews; and Jesus went up 

to Jerusalem. 
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Jesus isn’t only serious, while He has lots of 

important things to do, He can easily do them 

quickly. In this verse, it says He goes up to a feast! 

Jesus loves to celebrate with you and me, though 

you don’t always see Him. On your birthday you 

probably don’t usually see Him, but He is still there 

celebrating your birthday with you and making 

sure you are happy.  

On Christmas you usually don’t see Him, but He 

is there. It’s His birthday, so make sure you give 

Him His present. What He likes best is when you 

do kind things to others that are in need—and the 

kindest thing you can do is to tell people about 

Jesus and tell them how to go to Heaven, so they 

can see Him and celebrate with Him! 
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1 Peter 2:17  

Honour all men.  

Love the brotherhood.  

Fear God.  

Honour the king. 
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 Respect people, if they are Christian or not; 

respect them to show that God cares about 

everyone. But of course, love all Christians. 

Everyone that loves Jesus, you should love them. 

Of course, fear God—worship God, love God, obey 

His commandments.  

 Before you do things, make sure they are 

loving and they are pleasing to God. Before you 

say things, make sure they are truthful, make sure 

they are loving, and make sure they are good.  

 Also, of course “honour the King” which 

means respect and love God most of all, and 

follow the good rules of leaders. 
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Psalm  89:5  

And the heavens shall praise 

thy wonders, O LORD:                 

thy faithfulness also in the 

congregation of the saints. 
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 The sky will praise the Lord! The universe will 

praise Him! He is a wondrous God. He is faithful. 

He never fails. That is the only thing God cannot 

do! He can do all other things. But His faithfulness 

is known in the congregation of Christians that 

notice His wondrous works, and keep His 

commandments, and most of all love God. 
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Psalm  9:2  

I will be glad and rejoice in 

thee: I will sing praise to thy 

name, O thou most High. 
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You should always rejoice in the Lord, and not 

just take the Lord for granted. And not just that, 

make sure to praise the Lord. He is the Highest of 

high! He is the best! Everyone should praise Him, 

all the time, and keep in His will.  
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Psalm  88:1-2  

O Lord God of my salvation,  

I have cried day and night 

before thee: Let my prayer 

come before thee: incline 

thine ear unto my cry. 
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The Lord is the only way to get to Heaven. 

There is no other way than Him. If you want to get 

healed, pray to the Lord. The Lord can hear all 

your prayers, everyone’s prayers. He can hear 

them all at the same time. But not only that, He 

can give the answer to you, right when you need 

it. It doesn’t matter whether you are thinking a 

prayer silently in your mind or yelling it out loud, 

He can hear all of them just the same. 
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COLOSSIANS 1:7-9  

As ye also learned of 

Epaphras our dear 

fellowservant, who is for you a 

faithful minister of Christ; 

Who also declared unto us 

your love in the Spirit. 

For this cause we also, since 

the day we heard it, do not 

cease to pray for you, and to 

desire that ye might be filled 

with the knowledge of his will 

in all wisdom and spiritual 

understanding... 
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As soon as Paul the Apostle heard the message 

that some people sent their love to him, he began 

praying for them every day.  

Here, in Colossians 1, it lists some of the things 

he was praying for, for these friends and believers. 

Paul and Timothy prayed that they would be filled 

with the Holy Spirit, who would help them to know 

God’s will, and also to have wisdom, and spiritual 

understanding.  

If you read more in that Bible passage, in the 

verses after these, there is the longer list of what 

Paul prayed for, for them. We can pray these 

things for others who love us and we think about. 
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praise prayer 

faith prophecy 

Word of God 
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JEREMIAH 5:10b   

Take away her battlements; 

for they are not the LORD's. 
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This world is full of “battlements” that are not the 

Lord’s. They should be taken away, and not used. 

In Matthew 5:9 Jesus says, “Blessed are the 

peacemakers: for they shall be called the children 

of God.” You should make peace, not war, in the 

world’s way of fighting.  

The Lord does have “battlements” but they are 

in the Spirit. To eventually bring peace to this 

world, we need to use His power, not the world’s. 

We need to use praise, prayer, and hear from Him 

in prophecy. We need to read and obey His Word, 

and what He is saying in the Bible for us to do 

now. We need to have faith, and believe that 

Jesus is our Saviour. These are some things that 

will help us win over the enemy in the Spirit. 
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3 JOHN 1:7  

Because that for his name's 

sake they went forth, taking 

nothing of the Gentiles. 
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Jesus told us to tell others about Him, but He 

didn’t tell us to take things from people. God can 

provide our needs. We don’t need to take from 

others what they need. God will provide for us if 

we follow Him.  

When Jesus was on Earth, He didn’t have any 

earthly treasures that He was storing up. He had 

His treasures in Heaven, not on Earth. We should 

not store up treasures on Earth, trying to get all 

our rewards on Earth. You’ll be living in Heaven 

for longer than on Earth.  

Jesus gave everything, including His life, so we 

could have eternal life and live with Him. He didn’t 

keep things all for Himself. We should give all we 

can, so others can be saved. 
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MALACHI 2:7  

For the priest's lips should 

keep knowledge, and they 

should seek the law at his 

mouth: for he is the messenger 

of the LORD of hosts. 
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Whoever we are depending on to let us know 

the truth should be telling the truth. If they aren’t, 

you shouldn’t obey them. If they aren’t speaking 

the truth, they must not be hearing from the Lord. 

If they aren’t hearing from the Lord, they will not 

be able to know the right and true thing.  

Jesus said, “The truth shall set you free.”  

If we don’t seek the Lord’s laws, we have to 

make more rules to keep this world a safe place to 

live in. There wouldn’t need to be so many 

manmade laws that restrict freedom, if everyone 

obeyed God’s laws.

The Lord is the only Prince that can keep His 

promises always, because He is in complete 

control of everything in the world. Worldly princes 

might be able to make promises, but won’t be able 

to keep all of them. Just because someone is 

powerful and rich, it doesn’t mean we can trust 

them. But of course God is rich, not in little earthly 

riches, but is powerful over all. He doesn’t just 

seem powerful like earthly princes may seem. You 

should always trust in the Lord and never put all 

your trust in earthly princes.
